I thinkthey have been discriminated against in housing, in education, in Jobse
I don't think we can be very proud ef our record in that field, I want
to see it improved® I feel a very high regard and great respect for theirpeople and a deep affection for themo I want to do everything I can to
improve their lot. I think some of their complaints and their protestshave 6een well founded, and have pointed up some things that we needed tohear. I hope that the appropriate peoples including the President, cantake prompt action on it."

Question: Mr. President, do you think they might be included on thecoming conference on equal opportunity"?

President's reply: I have not explored that. I denlt know the thinkingbehind it. But they can be included. My door is open to them always.
I am very anxious te exchange views with them® If they are ready for a
conference, I will be ready for one®"

Hector, I thought that a pretty fine and straight forward answer on thepart of the President. Also, I thought about you and I wondered if this wasthe result of your efforts, and whether or not you have already met with himto discuss the matter® Again, Hector my most sincere gratitude to you forthe fine work you are doing and may the Good Lord continue to Bless you andguide you.
