Tt secems that Mr. Ossim of the Staffing Branch was either out
of the office, on vacation, or over at the Civil Service Commission
for several days. Thus, the delay in respomnse.

tccording to Mr. Fullwood, there is no wvay of determining the
reason for tne rejection. COCnce the application is returned, the
file is discarded. A1l OEO has is a copy of Ossim’'s letter to
Del Rio.

We cean only surmise that Del Rio's experience as a grocery store
manager coupled with his extensive G.I. Forum activities, was not
sufficient for a slot at OFEO that would have been at a grade level
better rhan his current salary ($900C/year). Del Rio would pro-
bably have to be offercd a GS-12 in order to make it worthwhile for
im to relocate, and it seems likely that his experience is not
specialized enough to qualify him for that level.

In the past Mr. Del Rio's Form 57 has been seen by HEW, OEC, and
U.S.D.A., all without success. We are planning to refer his

application to the Small Business Administration to gee if we ca
obtain some positive results therc.
