Ne definitely accept Mr. D. Anda's conclusion as to thi
qualifiestion for jury service and if you meet these qual-
ifications then we certai ·ly agree thst you are eligible for
jury service.

I believe you are in error if you are under the impression
that you ari PREVENTED from jury servide by virtu* of membership
id the National Guard and I also b~lieve that the'totter written
in your behalf was mis-interpreted if it was read to bilievi
that Guard membership prevented jury service.

For your information we cite Article 5842 and 5843 of the
Revised Civil Statutes of Texas (Vernon's Civil Statutes) whereby
active Gu-rd memberstip permits jury EXEMPTION. Ne do not feel
that the word EXEMPTION is synonymous with PHEVENTION. Thi
Statutes also give you a poll tax EXEMPTION and I fiel sure
that you undorstand that this exemption does not' pr*v•nt you
from voting.

I am enclosinm an extra copy of this letter so thst you
can send Mr. De Anda a copy. I sincerely hope this clears up
any misunderstaniing between you and Mr De Anda regarding your
eligibility for Jury servici.
