As moderator for the program for the first session of Leadership Corpus
Christi 1973-74, I was pleased to learn that our first choices for the
panel were able to accept our invitations.

Our part of the program will begin at 7 p.m. Tuesday, October 9, in the
Crystal Room of the Town Clut.

to name just a few.

Following Dr. Garcia's segment we shall have a short break and then return
for 25 to 30 minutes of discussion by the Leadership Corpus Christi parti-
cipants in the form of questions to the panelists or to other participants
or simply ideas they may wish to share with the group.

I will briefly introduce the program and each panelist. If you have not
vet supplied me with a brief biographical sketch, please do so by mailing
it to me at 144 Guaranty Bank Plaza.
