Candidate for Congressman 16th District
Subject to Democratic Primary
May 5, 1962

I, Dr. W. D. Kelley, of the Midland School Board, in running for the United States
Representative from the 16th Congressional District of Texas do hereby announce my
platform as follows: e ——

1. To be a conservative Democrat and to enhance the cause of Freedom by submitting
legislation to curb activities of the Communist and Socialist Parties.
